A Romanian Presence in a paneuropean telemedicine project

BUCHAREST, 20.09.2007 – The representatives of the five countries members in the HealthOptimum project met today in a work group held in Bucharest. The purpose of the meeting was to examine the status of the project and to settle the tasks each member country has to accomplish.
Health Optimum, acronym for delivery OPTIMisation throUgh teleMedicine, is a project approved by the European Commission in the eTen program. The objective of the project is to ensure the healthcare services through virtual medical assistance for a wide range of medical specialties: hematology, nephrology, dermatology, oncology, radiology, endocrinology, cardiology, endocrinology, orthopedics, plastic surgery, neurosurgery, psychiatry, alcoholism recuperation, home monitorization for old people and general healthcare.

The consortium consists of the Veneto region (Italy), which is the coordinator of the project, and the beneficiaries: Syddanmark region (Denmark), Aragon - Spain, Uppsala – Sweden and Tesan S.p.A (Italy). In this consortium Romania is being represented by The Emmergency  Clinical Hospital from Timisoara and Info World and its partner Alcatel – Lucent. Info World is the only organisation coming from the private sector and the only Romanian private contribution to the research and development of the European healthcare system. 

„Each of the participants in this project develops and implements the system locally at the beginning. In the next phase the project will focus on the interoperability at the European level.
